
Wreath Presentations at Tomb of the Unknowns 
 Veterans Day 2023 

 
The Veterans Day National Committee (VDNC) will conduct wreath presentations at the 
Tomb of the Unknows following the National Veterans Day Observation at Arlington 
National Cemetery from 12:30 pm. until 2 p.m.   
 
Have your organizational representative(s) report to the small tent on the south side of 
the Tomb outside the amphitheater immediately following the end of the Veterans Day 
ceremony (approximately noon). A maximum of four representatives from each 
organization will be allowed to lay the wreath. Each organization is allowed one official 
photographer to take their photo at the time of the wreath laying. Note:  Once all four 
are in place on the hold line (grey stone), only two will be allowed to move 
forward and place the wreath on the stand. Please see Enclosure 2 diagram for 
reference. 
 
VA volunteers will line up wreaths in order of presentation; please check in with them if 
you have issues locating your wreath. The Gold Star Mothers, Gold Star Wives and 
Blue Star Mothers of America will lay wreaths first, followed by the Veterans of Foreign 
Wars, this year’s host organization.  Other organizations will present their wreaths in the 
rotational order (Enclosure 1) for the Veterans Day National Committee.  Organizations 
not represented on the committee will present their wreaths after the rotational order.
